WE ARE NOT IMMUNE/EXEMPT FROM THINGS THAT 
HAPPEN IN THIS WORLD 

Be gracious to me, O God, for man tramples on me; all day 
long an attacker oppresses me; 2 my enemies trample on me 
all day long, for many attack me proudly.  3 When I am afraid, 
I put my trust in you.  4 In God, whose word I praise, in God I 
trust; I shall not be afraid.  What can flesh do to me? 
 
 TAKE NO THOUGHT, IN OTHER WORDS, DO NOT WORRY 
25 “Therefore I tell you, do not be anxious about your life, what 
you will eat or what you will drink, nor about your body, what you 
will put on. Is not life more than food, and the body more than 
clothing? 26 Look at the birds of the air: they neither sow nor reap 
nor gather into barns, and yet your heavenly Father feeds 
them. Are you not of more value than they? 27 And which of you 
by being anxious can add a single hour to his span of life? 
 

DON’T WORRY – Jesus lets us know there are things that GOD 
does not intend for us to worry about in terms of food, clothes, drink we 
should not even worry about the virus because our trust is in GOD to take 
care of us.   More importantly it carries the idea that we do not worry like 



the world worries.   We especially should not be spending our time with the 
“What If’s”.   No we should not minimize the threat – this virus is dangerous 
and we must be careful. I heard it put this way…that God does not defy a 
natural law.  If you jump off a building, you will meet serious injury or 
possible demise because God does not defy the law of gravity for humans.  
Now he might because HE is GOD.  A virus will do what it is supposed to 
do and that is find a host and replicate causing the symptoms it will cause.  
As Christians; however, we are not to worry like the world. 
Worry is said to be like a rocking chair – it gives you something to do but 
gets you nowhere.  

PRAY –  
• Pray that GOD will end this virus threat  
• Pray that GOD will heal people that already have the virus.  
• Pray that we all stay protected from the virus.   

o FOCUS on GOD!   
o Praying and worrying cannot exist in the same space. 
o If you feel panic, fear, worry PRAY which will bring Peace and 

Calmness 
o TRUST GOD and BELIEVE!!!! 

Psalm 16/8-9 – say it loud 

8 I have set the Lord always before me: because 
HE is at my right hand, I shall not be moved. 
9 Therefore my heart is glad, and my glory rejoiceth: 
my flesh also shall rest in hope. 
 
 
 TAKE TO YOUR HEART:  PSALM 91 

1) WE Can call GOD on HIS Promises – You know what 
you promised us LORD in many ways to protect and 



keep us.  You know your names Jehovah Jireh—GOD 
PROVIDER and Jehovah Shalom – GOD OF PEACE 

2) We understand that our earthly bodies are subject to 
illness, disease and other things that can attack a 
physical body until in this world.  But soon we will be in 
the glorified body that will know no illness or pain.  
PRAY to GOD who can change this thing for us. 

3) Be anxious for nothing but everything in prayer and 
supplication make your requests known to GOD!!! 

4)We must allow the PEACE of GOD to guard our hearts           
with an incomprehensible PEACE

STAY INFORMED  - As Christians, do not bury your head in 
the sand!  PRAY and Watch – keep eyes wide open  -  Follow the 
instructions we have been given to protect ourselves, our loved 
ones and others. 

1.  Wash your hands with soap and water to that birthday song  
2.  Stay informed but do not fear.  366 times in the Bible -

GOD instructs us “Do Not Fear” – but we can use 
wisdom in following safety measures. 

 
STAY HEALTHY  - Don’t do things that put your health at 
risk even when there is not a virus threat.  Eat health and get 
rest – above we can rest in HOPE!
