1. Build	your	relationship	with	Christ	by	spending	personal	time	in	God’s	word	and	prayer.	
2. Spend	time	in	prayer	for	your	team	members	and	asking	God	to	direct	you	to	the	individuals	to					

whom	you	can	demonstrate	his	love.		
3. Make	your	priority	relationships,	set	up	monthly	meetings	as	you	continue	your	weekly	cadence						

calls.	Make	it	your	goal	to	get	to	know	your	team	and	their	families.	
4. Remember	you	are	their	guide	not	their	dictator	but	you	are	both	serving	to	please	God

ADDING TO GOD’S FAMILY and THE BODY OF

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We all have issues as did Paul.  We need to trust 
that there is a God that is strong enough to 
remove our thorns (this thing).  We must be 
humble enough to lean on someone stronger to 
remove and over come this thing, whatever the 
"this thing" in our life is for us. 

Paul knew where his source of Power would come 
from:  Prayer and Action.  But God knows that we 
sometimes need to keep "this thing" to remain 
humble and understand as verse 9 tells us that 
God's grace is sufficient; and His grace is made 
perfect in weakness.  So we can carry on with the 
'this thing" because God knows what we need 
before we ask and we can make it. 

God does not leave us even when we leave him 
and he waits for us to return. 

You must come back if you want God to help you 
with this thing/thorn.
